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QUALITY CRITERIA FOR CERTIFICATION

[bookmark: _GoBack]The prerequisites for scientifically sound continuing education are ensured by the state's educational mandate. The RWTH Aachen University, as holder of the KMK's award for "excellent teaching", sets particularly high standards for its academic continuing education.
In order to meet this qualitative standard, all continuing education courses for which the official certificate of the RWTH Aachen University is awarded have to be certified by the RWTH International Academy.

Prerequisites are:
1. Scientific Director: The scientific direction of the course is provided by a professor of the RWTH Aachen University or a recognized RWTH institute. The scientific director is responsible for the quality of the certificate course and decides which guest speakers or practical experts will be invited to participate in the entire course program (if applicable).

2. Teaching: At least 50% of the teaching is provided by lecturers of the RWTH Aachen University or affiliated institutes/facilities of the RWTH.

3. Knowledge Transfer: The course deals with the knowledge transfer of current, scientific methods as well as the application of the acquired knowledge in transfer exercises, workshops, demonstrations etc.

4. Course scope: The course scope covers at least 50 hours (including the self-study phases).

5. Competence Profile: The overall competence profile, learning objectives and occupational applicability have to be defined clearly and transparently for the respective target group.

6. Qualification Level: The target group and qualification level have to be clearly defined.

7. Examination:
a) The course concludes with an examination (written test and/or project work, or another form of examination) in which at least 80 % of the course content is covered.
b) In case of group examinations, individual examination performances have to be assessable.
c) The assessment of the examination performance and the grading system have to be defined.
d) The form of examination and the aids permitted for the examination must be named and announced at the beginning of the course at the latest.
e) The examination is considered passed if at least 50 % of the questions/tasks posed are accurately/correctly answered.

8. Equipment and Infrastructure: The equipment and infrastructure of the premises where the courses are held have to be tailored to the needs of the target group and suitable to achieve the defined course content and learning outcomes. Equipment and infrastructure must meet the quantitative and qualitative requirements of the certificate course at university level.

9. Didactic competence: The teaching and support staff employed need to have specialist and didactic competence in order to convey the defined course content and achieve the learning outcomes at the intended level.

10. Evaluation: Proof of an evaluation of the certificate course (we are happy to support you on request).
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
